humanity, and combines circus arts with music, dance and theatre in a path-breaking and original manner. With seven original
productions to its credit, Cirque Eloize has presented more than 3,000 performances in 330 cities and 30 countries located
around the world. Cirque Eloize has taken partin numerous prestigious international festivals and recently conquered Broadway
with its show Rain which has been touring that major network of theaters since Fall 2007.

In addition to its tour performances, Cirque Eloize develops personalized concepts for international special events. To date,
more than 1000 events have taken place. Moreover, in 2003, Cirque Eloize organized the first festival of circus arts in North
America - "La Semaine des Arts du cirque” - in the Magdalen Islands. The company also founded the Fondation Eloize, which
has a mission to help underprivileged youth through an introduction to circus arts and help develop the performing arts. The
troupe "Artcirg", made up of young Inuit living in Canada's far north (Nunavut), is the first organization to benefit from this support.

Since 2004, Cirque Eloize's head office and creative studio are located in the Gare Dalhousie, a historic building in the heart of
0ld-Montreal, departure station of the first train going from Montreal to Vancouver in 1886.

With 24 years of experience in the new arts circus, Jeannot has made
Cirque Eloize one of the world leaders in contemporary circus
movement.

In 2009 he collaborated with
Jeannot Painchaud on Montreal-based Cirque Eloize's upcoming production, and with Taiwanese performers on a piece for the “Dancing in
Autumn" festival.

The outcome is an approach to hip-hop bent on avoiding its fossilisation as mere acrobatics, while providing it with outlets where it can really
get its message across.

In 2004, Mourad Merzouki was awarded the Best Young Choreographer Prize at the Wolfshurg Dance Festival in Germany, which also featured
Sidi Larbi Cherkaoui, Tero Saarinen and Maurice Béjart.

The same year saw him made a Knight of the Order of Arts and Letters by France's Minister of Culture and Communication.
In 2006 he won the New Choreography Talent Prize awarded by the SACD authors' rights protection body.

In 2008 he received the Créateurs sans Frontieres trophy from Bernard Kouchner, France's Minister for Foreign and European Affairs. He is
currently serving a three-year term on the Board of Directors of the National Dance Centre in Pantin, just outside Paris.

He has provided Cirque Eloize with a solid and effective organizational foundation,
enabling itto respond quickly to its continuous international growth and artistic development. He also supervises the activities of the Dalhousie
Station, where Cirque Eloize's head office is located in Old Montreal.

Jonathan received the Volunteer of the Year title in 2006 from the Quebec Junior Bar Association after having been active with them for several
years. From 2006 to 2009, he sat on the board of directors of the organization En Piste, the national circus arts grouping, where he played an
active role increasing awareness and improvement of conditions for the circus arts in Quebec and in Canada, more specifically with respect
to major financial incentives such as tax credits. He has been a member of Cirque Eloize’s board of directors since 2008. His involvement with
the circus universe has not prevented him however from working closely for several years with charitable organizations in Montreal, including
the Sainte Justine Hospital Foundation.

Show Acrobatic Designer, Head-trainer — Trampowall Act Designer

The circus arts have been an integral part of the life of Krzysztof Soroczynski for more than 40 years. He began his acrobatic career in
T Poland in 1965. He completed his degree in circus arts at the famous Polish State Circus Academy in Julinek, after which time he worked

in traditional circuses around the world. In 1980, he won a silver medal at the Festival Mondial du Cirque de Demain in Paris, as part of
the Budzyn Troupe performing a Russian Swing act. After coming to Canada, he worked with Cirque du Soleil first as a performer and then as
an acrobatic consultant and trainer on the Saltimbanco, Mystere, and Alegria shows, all directed by Franco Dragone. Krzysztof was one of the
founding members of the Ecole de cirque de Verdun established in Montréal in 1991. Today, he still works with the talents he introduced to and
trained in the circus arts, who moved on to become professional circus performers. Cirque Eloize asked him to join its troupe in 1999 to develop
acrobatic acts for the show Excentricus presented at the Edinburgh Festival Fringe. Since then, he has worked for the company as head trainer
and talent scout. More particularly, he was in charge of designing acrobatic performances for the show Cirque Orchestra in 2001 as well as
for the three shows written and directed by Daniele Finzi Pasca forming the Sky Trilogy: Nomade in 2002, Rain in 2004 and Nebbia in 2007. In
2008, the hand to hand duet formed by Jacek Wyskup and Bartek Pankau, discovered in Poland by Krzysztof and trained at Cirque Eloize, won
the polish TV-show Mam Talent!, and became The Best Talent 2008. The duet that was part of the show Rain for 5 years managed to touch
audiences worldwide and clearly enabled the recognition of the circus arts in their country. Krzysztof Soroczynski's involvement with up-and-
coming circus stars and his appreciation of the work of circus artists worldwide has greatly contributed to the creation of unique, solid and
multidisciplinary troupes. His work alongside performers makes it possible to constantly improve the technical aspect of the company's shows.
Krzysztof has passed on his talent to his son Bartek, who performed in the show Nomade — At night, the sky is endless, with Cirque Eloize, for
nearly 5 years. First and foremost, he is passionate about circus and this passion has motivated him throughout his entire life. He passes this
passion on to all of those with whom he works, and he is very proud to have passed it on to his own son.

collaboration between two artists who first worked together in 2001, the Jean-Phi Goncalvez and Alex McMahon composing duo
?! harbors two individual creative paths. Alex McMahon learned the organ for 5 years, and later sang in choirs while playing classical
piano. He discovered jazz and big band, studied music in College and started working professionally with African, jazz and pop
performers. He was part of several international tours with renowned artists such as Daniel Bélanger, Lhasa de Sela, Arianne Moffatt and Yann
Perreau. He produced Catherine Major’s album, and won the Félix for best producer in 2008 at the ADISQ. He created arrangements for Ariane
Moffatt's album, winning that same year the Félix for best arrangements. He produced the album First Aid Kit by Plaster, the electro-funk trio
he founded with Jean-Phi Goncalves in 2001, the band receiving the Félix for best electronic album in 2006. Drummer Jean-Phi Goncalvez is a
true musical chameleon. Always in movement, he moves from project to project, each one more eclectic than the other. After Plaster, and then
Afrodizz, an afrobeat collective often compared to The Herbaliser, he now performs with Beast, a trip-rock duo where his sharp beats carry
Betty Bonifassi's powerful voice. In his professional career, he has performed with respected artists like Lauryn Hill, Jean-Pierre Ferland on
Jaune 2005, Ariane Moffatt on Tous les sens, and Pierre Lapointe on La forét des mal-aimés.

FIying Hammock Originally from St-Louis, Missouri, Stacey Carlson is a dancer, an aerialist (hammock, silk,
bungee, hoop) and a choreographer who now lives in Brooklyn, New York. She earned her Bachelor of Fine Arts in Dance from Webster Uni-
versity, and also practiced rhythmic gymnastics. Stacey was a swing dancer in Notre-Dame de Paris presented in Las Vegas in 1999. She
began her aerial training in 2000, to then work professionally in several countries around the world, performing notably in Greece, the Philip-
pines, Dubai (UAE), Hungary and the United States. She was part of the European and American tours of Cirque du Soleil’s Delirium in 2008.
She performed with numerous other companies such as Anti-gravity in New York, city throughout which she also presented her own aerial
dances. Stacey has choreographed aerial dances for Proto-Type Theatre and Parsons Dance Company. Her interests include photography, bak-
ing, and a good mojito.

LEILANI FRANCO

Contortion It was while watching a circus show in Florida that Leilani Franco was struck by an inspi-
ration to join the circus world. A contortionist originally from Poland, she was part of the Philippines Ballet Theatre, and has lived in several
countries such as China, Indonesia, the United Kingdom and the United States. She studied chemistry, maths and English in an interdiscipli-
nary program at the Ateneo de Manila University, and in 2005, entered the National Circus School of Montreal, from which she graduated in
2008. After performing in the European tour of Cirque Eloize's Rain, Leilani has now joined the troupe of /D. Music, languages, chocolate and
the beach are some of her interests, not to mention that one of these days, she would like to find a vampire...and then go to med school.
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CHRISTIAN SANCHO" GARMATTER

Hip-HDp Dancer Born in Brandenburg, Germany, Christian “Sancho” Garmatter moved to Berlin when he
was 18. In 1992, he begins b-boying, learning his art through dancing and rehearsing in community centers, clubs and on the streets. His pro-
fessional shows in Berlin include performances at Fridrischstadtpalast, Cameleon Variety and GOP with the troupe Fresh in Attack, as well as
several b-boying competitions. He also performed with the Renegade Theatre in the show Rumble. While touring in Edinburgh, he was given
the opportunity to collaborate with the Cirque du Soleil, for which he came to Montreal. After working on the creation of Love, Christian per-
formed in the Cirque du Soleil show in Las Vegas for 2 1/2 years. He then created with choreographer Dave St-Pierre a 20-minute solo piece
presented at Tangente, and he has b-boyed with Full Force and Supercrew among other troupes, the latter one having won the America’s
Best Dance Crew award. He likes drawing, graffiti and urban art, and does not fail to train, eat and sleep a lot.

ELON HOGLUND

Hip-HDp Dancer Having extensively practiced martial arts such as Taekwondo and Kung Fu since he was 8
years old, Elon Héglund, from Stockholm, Sweden, later incorporated acrobatics and self-taught tricks into his performances. A dancer, mover
and an acrobat, he has been performing professionally since 2000 as a contemporary dancer and hip-hop and b-boy artist. He learned the pop-
ping dance style from Damon Frost, as well as the boogaloo and strobing styles. While training at a circus school in Stockholm, he was given
the opportunity to work on a show with the Royal Dramatic Theatre. He performed in European shows that combined contemporary circus, the-
atre and dance. When on stage in Denmark, Elon was seen by Cirque du Soleil, which led him to Montreal to rehearse for, and then to Las Vegas
to perform in, Love. Other credits include an appearance on The Tonight Show with Jay Leno in 2007, in addition to shows involving 5 actors
and 6 circus artists with Norway's Rix Theatre. Elon’s thirst for the arts pushes him to express himself through painting, and dancing, dancing
and dancing...

OLIVIER LEMIEUX

Trampawall, Stilts Olivier Lemieux was 10 years old when he began trampoline training, quickly blending this
sport with skateboard. Born in Mascouche, Quebec, he worked at both sports full-time, and started performing in shows when he was 15. For
a few years, he was at Montreal’s La Ronde, featured in rocking board, trampoline and fast-track acts. He was part of the Budweiser tour for
3 years, performing trampoline and skiing tricks, and from 1998 to 2001, he further toured with the show Au Vol. In 2001, Olivier joined Cirque
Eos for a 2-year North American tour. He then traveled in Europe and Japan with Cirque du Soleil and its show Dralion, from 2004 to 2008, on
which he was also one of the creators for the trampoline numbers. He has moreover worked with Upside Down in Magog for 9 years, on sev-
eral show concepts combining extreme sports with the trampoline. It's an easy fact to believe that Olivier's hobbies are just that : extreme sports
and traveling, maybe even on a skateboard...

EMMANUELLE LEPHAN

Hip-HDp Dancer Born and raised in Ottawa, Ontario, Emmanuelle LePhan started dancing in high school,
where she developed her talentin modern dancing, to then further specialize in breakdance and b-girling in 1998. A contemporary dancer and
b-girl, she graduated from Concordia University in Montreal with a Bachelor of Fine Arts in contemporary dance, and became one of the found-
ing members of the Solid State Breakdance Collective. Emmanuelle performed with the Rubberbandance Group from 2003 to 2005, after which
she began working on the creation of Cirque du Soleil’s Love, which she also performed in for 2 1/2 years in Las Vegas. She traveled in Asia
for one year, then came back to Montreal and worked on various music videos. In addition to dancing which is her first passion, she spends
her free time hiking, cooking, traveling, and climbing on rooftops.
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JOSIANNE LEVASSEUR

Cyr Wheel, Trampowall A general aerialist with additional specialties in the Roue Cyr and wall-trampoline
disciplines, Josianne Levasseur, born in Trois-Riviéres-Ouest in Quebec, started learning her trade really when she was only 5. She practiced
figure skating as a toddler. In 1995, she graduated from the Académie Les Estacades high school in the sports and studies program, while
having acquired 10 years of experience in the fields of artistic gymnastics and diving. From 1997 to 1999, she was in the Cirque du Soleil show
0, staged in Las Vegas, and in 2000 she performed in the Olivers’s Organisation’s diving show Crazy Flyers in Europe. She began to work with
Cirque Eloize in the production Cirque Orchestra, produced in 2001 and 2002, and she went on to another Cirque Eloize show, Nomade — La nuit,
le ciel est plus grand, from 2002 to 2007. Josianne worked in 2008 on a show which featured diving, wall-trampoline and a Russian swing act
at Montreal La Ronde’s X-trem O. She has been performing for several years as a host of special events, with both Cirque Eloize and Cirque
du Soleil. When she can find the time to relax, she enjoys gardening, painting and even video editing.

HUGO OUELLET-COTE

Straps, Trampowall, Juggling Specialized in aerial straps, wall-trampoline and juggling, Hugo Ouellet-Cdté, a Quebec city
native, the province’s capital, began his gymnastics classes at the age of 5. For many years, he trained and competed. With a desire to push
his own limits and explore other universes, he entered the Quebec circus school in 2003, a preparatory institution that taught him the foundations
of his trade as well as the circus’ various disciplines. While studying, he began street performing in 2004 and 2005 during the summer in Quebec
city, giving, as part of a duo, roughly 300 public shows featuring ground acrobatics, trampoline and juggling. Having graduated from the Quebec
circus school in 2006, Hugo's insatiable appetite encouraged him to move forward and audition for the National Circus School of Montreal, to
which he was admitted that same year. His summer street shows moving to the larger city, he had another public run with 150 performances
in 2007. He graduated from the National Circus School of Montreal in 2009. With little time outside his work, Hugo still finds comfort in watching
movies, reading, and strumming his guitar.

THIBAUT PHILIPPE

Bike Trial A professional bicycle trial rider, he began practicing 26-inch bike trial when he was 14. He
and his brother learned the ins and outs of the sport, climbing with their bikes over obstacles of any kind, whether boulders, trunks, cables,
train tracks and even car wrecks, without feet touching ground. 5 years later, his business instincts led him to found an association that would
help the young finance the purchase of their trial bike, which is an expensive work tool. Thibaut helped 10 young riders buy their bike. Bornin
France, his country is well known for its bike trial champions. With his brother, he created a show in which a 20-to-30 square meter trial zone
is laid out, and covered in the hardest possible obstacles to mount on a bike, and performed the show for 5 years in the Paris and Clermont-
Ferrand regions, at municipal sporting events, business openings and even on television. On their bikes, the two brothers cross the trial zone
followed by a third rider on a monocycle. Longing to continue his support of the sport’s up and coming riders, for the greater expansion of 20-
inch and 26-inch bike trial worldwide, Thibaut remains as active in his association as with his entrepreneurial skills. After completing his
bachelor’s degree in marketing at Pigier, he is staying at the school for his master’s.

FLETCHER SANCHEZ

Chinese Pole, Trampowall Born in a city of entertainment, Los Angeles, California, Fletcher Sanchez began his career
as a performer working in ballet and jazz shows. From 2003 to 2006, he was in several dance productions such as Snow Queen Contemporary
Ballet and Romeo and Juliet. In 2005 and 2006, Fletcher also performed in many shows with San Francisco’s Vau de Vire Society, an edgy
cabaret-style circus. In 2006, he worked with Cirque Productions on Jungle Fantasy based in Florida, to then tour the American east coast.
Perhaps after having been impressed with Cirque Eloize’s Rain which he saw in San Francisco, he entered the National Circus School of
Montreal for 3 years, from which he graduated in 2009, specializing in the Chinese pole. An avid ninja fan, he loves to read and eat, and he wishes
to continue learning new things.
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KONE THONG VONGPRASEUTH

Hip-HDp Dancer A dancer and a hip-hop performer who was raised in La Roche-sur-Yon, France, Kone Thong
Vongpraseuth is originally from Laos. He holds a French DEUG MIAS degree, and has exercised his art since 1995, founding that same year
with other dancers the hip-hop dance company S’'Poart. Since 2000, S'Poart has created several shows, more particularly Extra Luna (2000),
Etre Ange (2002), Mémoire Sensible (2002), Vibration (2004) and /n Vivo (2004). The shows toured all over France, some being performed in Bel-
gium and in Brazil, and another in Russia, which is scheduled until 2012. For the last 3 years, Kone Thong has performed in the production 73eme
a Table, with the contemporary theatre and circus troupe Compagnie Cabadzi, which led him to discover work with circus artists, the hand to
hand act, general circus disciplines and eventually, the universe of Cirque Eloize. Kone Thong’s interests include graffiti, drawing, card magic,
and information technology.

FLORIAN ZUMKEHR

Hand Balanciny, Trampowall A hand-balancer from Basel-Stadt, Switzerland, Florian Zumkehr moved to Berlin, Germany
when he was 15. He attended the State School for Circus Arts for 4 years, graduating in 2007, to then perform at the Cameleon Theatre in Soap
for 13 months, as well as in other cabaret shows at GOP. Florian also worked in Essen, Munich, Hanover and Miinster to name those cities,
and eventually made his way to Montreal in 2009 for training at the Cirque Eloize studios, where he auditioned for /0. He has created a solo
act using only one chair, his focus being to challenge himself by utilizing simple props to present tricks which his audience does not expect.
Florian enjoys rock climbhing, music, and particularly the guitar.
